RESOLUTION WAIVING THE INTEREST A MUNICIPALITY IS REQUIRED TO PAY THE COUNTY OF
SALEM PURSUANT TO P.L.1995, c.325, R.S5.54:4-76 AS AMENDED

WHEREAS, a county previously was required to collect interest, at the rate of six [per centum]
percent per [annum] year, on any part of the taxes payable to the county treasurer, which shall
remain unpaid after the within which they are required to be paid per P.L.1995, ¢.325, R.S5.54:4-76;
and

WHEREAS, P.L.1995, ¢.325, R.S.54:4-76 was amended on May 15, 2020, to allow a county to
waive the interest that a municipality is required to pay the county, on any unpaid property taxes
due and owing to the county by a municipality, if the municipality adopted an extended interest-free
period pursuant to P.L.1995, ¢.325, R.S.54:4-67 as amended, and a public health emergency,
pursuant to the "Emergency Health Powers Act,” P.L.2005, c.222 (C.26:13-1 et seq.), or a state of
emergency, pursuant to P.L.1942, c.251 (C.App.A.9-33 et seq.), or both, has been declared by the -
Governor and is in effect; and

WHEREAS, the Governor declared both a public health emergency and a state of emergency via
Executive Order 103 on March 9, 2020, and;

WHEREAS, on April 7, 2020, issued Executive Order 119, declaring that the public health
emergency continues to exist, and;

WHEREAS, on May 6, 2020, issued Executive Order 138, declaring that the public health
emergency continues to exist, and said emergency remains in effect.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Chosen Freeholders of the County of
Salem, that the County may waive the interest that a municipality is required to pay the County of
Salem, on any unpaid property taxes due and owing to the County by a municipality, if the
municipality adopted an extended interest-free period pursuant to P.L.1995, ¢.325, R.5.54:4-67 as
-amended, and a public health emergency, pursuant to the "Emergency Health Powers Act,”
P.L.2005, c.222 (C.26:13-1 et seq.), or a state of emergency, pursuant to P.L.1942, c.251
(C.App.A.9-33 et seq.), or both, has been declared by the Governor and is in effect.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said waiver shall expire 30 days after the end of the
municipality’s extended interest-free period.
